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Enriching the curriculum 
Thanks to the generosity of our families and the efforts 
from PTA fundraising, our EYFS children are reaping 
the benefits from the improvements made to their  
outdoor area. They are having lots of fun with new 
equipment which has been bought recently. They have 
car ramps made of different materials, an insect-
invesƟgaƟon-tyre full of toy insects and magnifying 
glasses; with the ediƟon of mud, we are sure to see 
lots of real insects making their home there soon! A 
mud kitchen has been made especially for this area 
and this week the children built greenhouses so that 
they can start growing plants from seed. This will fit in 
very nicely with their topic this term “living things”. 
The weather has been a bit unseƩled, but when the 
sun shined some children pracƟsed hanging out the  
washing on the new washing lines, perhaps they can 
help you at home too!  

 Safeguarding  
In the interest of safeguarding families at Northgate and the wider 
community, local police officers will be monitoring parking outside 
school from Ɵme to Ɵme. They were present during pick up  
yesterday to observe the problems we are experiencing.  
Please allow extra Ɵme to park safely. Please remember parents do 
have access to a carpark at the Rugby Club and our crossing patrol 
person, Tony is there to ensure families are safe with the road 
crossing. Figures show that in 2021, 512 children aged seven or 
younger were killed or seriously injured on BriƟsh roads. That’s one 
young child every 17 hours – and the equivalent of a whole class of 
young children (27) every 19 days. Let us do all we can to protect 
our children!

Healthy snacks  
Please provide your child with healthy snacks at school, such as fruit, 
vegetables and yogurts etc. We do not want children to bring anything 
unhealthy such as chocolate, crisps, sweets etc.    
Changes to EYFS uniform 
To support with the cost of living, in September EYFS uniform will 
change so EYFS children wear green jumpers and cardigans rather than 
yellow (so they do not need to be replaced at the end of RecepƟon.)  
This term we are happy for EYFS children to wear either yellow or green 
jumpers, and yellow or green dresses.  PE kit will not be changing.

Please check the balance of your child's school dinner account  to make 
sure it is in credit. Thank you.
